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ABSTRACT

The rice field frog (Hoplobatrachus rugulosus) is an economically important species widely consumed both
domestically and internationally, leading to its extensive commercial farming. Frogs require high-protein diets
to support proper growth and development. This study aimed to investigate the effects of dietary
supplementation with bamboo borer (Omphisa fuscidentalis) powder on the growth performance of juvenile
rice field frogs. The experiment was divided into three groups: Group 1 was fed 1 ¢ of commercial frog feed,
Group 2 received 0.95 ¢ of commercial feed mixed with 0.05 ¢ of bamboo borer powder; and Group 3 received
0.90 ¢ of commercial feed mixed with 0.10 ¢ of bamboo borer powder. The frogs were fed twice daily for 30
days, and data were recorded every three days. The results indicated that bamboo borer powder exhibited
physical properties that reduced the pH of the solvent. However, dietary supplementation with bamboo borer
powder did not produce a statistically significant difference in body weight, body length, or the lengths of
forelimbs and hindlimbs during the experimental period. Therefore, it can be concluded that the inclusion
levels of bamboo borer powder used in this study did not affect the physical growth of juvenile rice field frogs

at this moment.
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
